Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Fasting is one of the
hardest things that we as
humans have to endure. This is
because the term fast usually
implies depravity or suffrage. As
God has pointed out to me over
the last 40 days fasting is not
designed to deprive us, or cause
us to suffer, but to allow our
attention to be focused on Him
and poise our hearts in such a

manner that will allow Him to
work in our lives without any
interference from us or from the
Enemy. Unfortunately in order to
reach this state of vulnerability
we must at times be deprived of
things that we tend to “worship,”
or spend more time and energy
on than we do God.

| have also learned that
fasting is something that you
must be called to do. In the
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inception of this 40 day fast |
resolved to only eat before and
after dark. After the second week
| found this to be extremely
difficult because | have a hard
enough time trying to wake up
for the morning prayer meeting,
little lone to wake up before the
sun rises to eat breakfast.
Another obstacle that | met is
my school schedule. | am typically
in class from 4pm to 10pm with
out enough time to eat once the
sun has set. By the time that |
would be able to eat | would be
ravenous and
gorge myself on
whatever
remained in my

| did succeed fasting
two meals a day but it never
felt like fasting to me. In addition
that sense of failure and guilt
was never alleviated. | prayed
for repentance asking the Lord
to forgive me for my failure. As
| continually prayed He finally
gave me a Word. The Lord told
me that we do not need to fast
in order for him to change us,
but that we must be willing and
want to change. In showing God
that we are willing and want to
change a fast can show our
dedication while
allowing our focus

| failed miserably to be directed to

God. He also told
me that the

it all off my family
and friends are all
eaters. We all love
to eat, and when we socialize we
usually find eating the occasion
to do it. After about the second
week of fasting | failed miserably
and | felt a tremendous guilt and
burden as if | had let the Lord
down. | then decided to modify
my fast allowing me to skip any
two meals allowing myself the
flexibility to choose which meal
to fast hoping to ensure the
successful completion.

and burden as if | comes from Him
had let the Lord

and if it is His will
he will give us the
strength to
endure.

My feelings of guilt and
shame for failing are not
because | failed the fast, but
because | wanted to be
pleasing to the Lord. Up until
that point the fast was more
intended for me to show myself
that | was dedicated rather
than fasting to show the Lord
that | wanted a stronger and
closer relationship within. It was

Even though my
fast was self
righteous, God
still used it to
show me my own
fault and my own
sinful pride

then that | realized that | was
not fasting because the Lord
had called me to, but because
| had called myself to

fast. When | began

to struggle with

my fast the

Lord did not

provide me

with the

strength to

continue

because it

was not His

will for me to

fast at that

time. Had he

given me the

strength to

perservere through the

40 days | would have
taken the credit and
the glory for the fast,
which would have
defeated the purpose
of fasting. God did not
create a path for me
because of my own self
righteousness. | did
complete the fast, and
even though | realized
| was fasting for myself
and not for God, He
has still used the past 40 days
to change me and develop me
into a better Christian. Even
though my fast was self
righteous God still used it to

show me my own fault and my
own sinful pride.

Brothers and Sisters,
do not feel guilty if
you did not
participate in
the fast or if
you failed.
This may not
have been
the time for
you. You will
know when it
is time to fast
because the
Lord will call out
to you in your
heart, and you will
know it is him calling
when you obey his command
and he gives you the strength
to persevere. Even if you did not
fast still take a moment to
reflect on the past 40 days and
see what the Lord has revealed
to you and has done for you.
God is always working in our
lives to change us through our
triumphs and our failures. Just
keep your eyes on the Lord and
watch what he is doing and
keep yourself open and
receptive to any changes that
He may have for you.
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Why Fast? A Reflection on Sacrifice

God said, "When you
seek me with all your heart, | will
be found by you" (Jeremiah
29:13,14). When a man or
woman is willing to set aside the
legitimate appetites of the body
to concentrate on the work of
praying, they are demonstrating
that they mean business, that
they are seeking God with all their
heart.

Fasting is an expression
of wholeheartedness. This is
clear from Joel's call to the
nation of Israel: "Yet even now,"
says the Lord, "return to me with
all your heart, with fasting. . ."
(Joel 2:12). Andrew Murray
said, "Fasting helps to express,
to deepen, and to confirm the
resolution that we are ready to
sacrifice anything - to sacrifice
ourselves - to attain what we
seek for the kingdom of God."

How do you know when
to pray and fast and when to just
pray? That is not a question that
someone else can always
answer for you. But here is a
principle: In God's word we
always find fasting connected
with a very troubled spirit or a
very anxious heart before the
Lord. So a reason for fasting is

not something you choose on
the spur of the moment. Rather
the reason is a consuming one.
In a sense, it's not something you
choose, so much as something
that chooses you, because it's
that important.

So why fast? To
demonstrate that we are seeking
God "with all our heart." Fasting
puts things in proper focus. It is
a physical way of saying, "Food
and the things of this life are not
as important to me now as (fill
in the blank] ."

Of course, denying
yourself food to focus on God
and His program shows humility.
That is why fasting is also the
equivalent of the phrase "to
humble oneself before the Lord"
(Psalm 35:13; 1 Kings 21:289;
Ezra 8:21). When a person is
really concerned about the things
of God, he will humble himself.
There will be times when he will
abstain from the enjoyment of
food to continue concentration
and focus on that which is
important to God.

This September, Jeongkyun, Woonghee, and Noah are
joining Kerry and Nhuvan Erickson to share the Gospel with
others. This is an excerpt of a letter from Kerry sharing
what their work includes and how we can pray for them.

We praise God for your
interest in mission and in what
God is doing around the world
and in Thailand. In Thailand about
1% of the people are Christians;
most are Buddhist, except for in
the South where there are many
Muslims.

\We appreciate your
prayers for us and need them
very much. Initially, we will
introduce you to our co-workers
and office in Chiang Mai. We
would also like to introduce you
to some of the other Christian
work going on in Chiang Mai. We
would also like to take you to an
orphanage for children with AIDS.

We would like to
introduce you to some of the Lao
Song people. We will visit and
share the Gospel with non-
Christians, either through

recordings we did previously or
through testimony. We will stay
with one Christian Lao Song
family at their daughter's home.
Usually, we meet to sing, pray
and share from the Word or a
testimony.

We also might take you
to visit a friend's countryside Thai
church near Chiang Mai and you
could help us teach the youth
there English as part of building
relationships between the youth
and the church. Currently, there
are virtually no youth involved in
the local church.

We would appreciate
your prayers for the Lord to open
doors and guide us to the right
people.

| was here in Los Angeles five years ago and just
after the retreat | was baptized at the age of 37. Before
that | was non-Christian. | attended church in Korea for
five years before that just to marry my wife.

| had some concept of
God the Father because during
my twenties in Korea the
government was a military
dictatorship and | joined the
movement against them.
Socialist views were a kind of
religion to us. For eight years |
participated in the movement
and ended up being imprisoned
for 10 months. In the 1990s
the communist regimes
collapsed, so my colleagues and

| lost faith in the communist
ideals. | became a lawyer, but at
the age of 30 | thought | had lost
all of my life’s goals.

My first major was
physics and | thought the most
important thing was finding the
secret of the universe. At first |
was happy with this path, but
when | came to the point the goal
went away. In that situation |
came to the US to study and to

search for a new goal in life.
After studying for one year |
found nothing. | became
depressed and thought that |
should return to my work.

Without warning | was
diagnosed with
pemphigus, a type
of auto-immune
disease. There
was no infection

auto-antibodies to
my skin. Every day there were
about 10 new sores on my
face, chest, or back. | read in
a medical book that 30 years
ago the chance to live with the
disease was 50:50, so | was
scared. On top of that, the
doctors would not give me any
medicine for 3 or 4 months. |
was so scared and
overwhelmed that | felt like |
was being drowned under
water. Nothing in life mattered
because | knew that | could die
at any time, then or in many
years.

Then, | thought it was
all very boring because the
Holy Spirit seemed so
inconsequential. | had some
idea of God the Father because
when | was involved in the
movement | found that a
person’s power is not enough
and then thought that God
might exist. In that study
Pastor Soon talked about how
the Holy Spirit is a character,
moving and guiding our lives

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and the whole world. | was in
such a deep depression that |
could not find any power to move
life by myself, but thought that
maybe the Holy Spirit could.

For thirty years | thought
that | could manage my life by
myself using my power and will,
but now | know
that | have no
power to move my
life. Then, | prayed
that if there was
really a Holy Spirit
that He would
come into my life
and guide it. At
that study there
was ministry time
so Pastor Soon
came to me. His
hand was on my back and | felt
a hit like electricity penetrating
through my body. | felt that this
was the Holy Spirit. God was
telling me that | had a lot of pain
and that | thought | was not
understood by anyone around
me, but that He knew me. All my
depression went away and | didn't
need to be lonely anymore. Just
after that | went to my car and
turned on the ignition. There was
a Korean hymn in the CD player
- Come to My Well and Drink
My Water. In the two to three
months before | returned to

| felt a hit like
electricity
penetrating
through my
body | felt that wonderful. During

Korea | felt a series of spiritual
experiences.

At the next service on
Sunday it felt like someone was
pulling on my body. My hand and
my body were trembling.
Because | studied physics | could
understand it easily - my atoms
were trembling,
but at this time the
trembling was
controlled not by
me but by the Holy
Spirit. | felt that it
was very

that time my

thlS WaS. the HOly situation changed.
Spirit.

Although my
autoimmune
situation didn’t
improve, the rest of my life
changed very much. Before, |
was deeply displaced. |thought
if I returned to Korea there would
be nothing waiting for me. After
feeling the Holy Spirit | felt no
more doubt and my life became
very exciting. When | read the
bible | could understand
everything. | felt the physical
power of the Holy Spirit. Pastor
Soon said that because | studied
physics the Holy Spirit came to
me in a physical manifestation to
make me understand him.

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So, | was
baptized here
and returned to
Korea. | have
been working at
the same law firm

for the last 5 years.
| had worried that
law was not the right

profession
for me, but

a Christian that
changed. My
professional
identity no longer
mattered, what

important was
the identity of
being Christian,
working for Him,
studying the Bible, and sharing
with. | share my belief and the
church with my firm. God
guided me and | found that in
criminal cases where the
defendant is not guilty, but is
sentenced, his life and spirit are
ruined. As a lawyer | can help
to save his spirit.

In my law firm people
were always fighting about
money, but | was amazed that
in my firm about 40 percent of
the lawyers were Christian,

though they did not live a
Christian life in the office. My
friend and | started a small
study group. It began 3 years
ago with 6 people, but now we
have 25 members and we
meet every Thursday afternoon
to study and share about our
life. We can help each other.
We can live as
Christians and as
